



  



Alcohol Regulations:

The Gathering Place has a Full liquor license with the City of Milton. All Alcohol MUST be purchased through The Gathering Place. We provide licensed bartenders. Staff will contact the person in charge of the rental to obtain the liquor order no later than four weeks prior to the event.
NO liquor is to be brought onto the property of The Gathering Place.

Any unused liquor (untapped barrels, unopened bottles of wine, unused cases of beer, ect.) will be returned to the distributor by TGP staff and a refund for that amount will be returned to the renter no later than one week following the event. Refunds are not given for partially used kegs, cases, or open bottles of wine.  

      NO leftover alcohol, opened or unopened will be sent home with the renter under any circumstance.

Open bottles of wine or champagne will not be set on tables IF minors are present in the room.
Renters are responsible for their guests and their actions while in the building and on the grounds. Parents are responsible for the safety of their own children.
NO alcohol served after 11:00 pm.   No alcohol will be served to individuals under 21 years of age, even if accompanied by a parent or guardian. Everyone will be carded-so please remind your wedding party and guests to have ID with them at all times. The Gathering Place staff or contracted bartenders reserve the right to refuse beverage service to guests.
Food Regulations:

All food served MUST come from a licensed kitchen.  Food may be purchased from a grocery store deli, a fast food restaurant, a licensed caterer, a licensed baker or another facility that has a commercial kitchen. We do have an preapproved caterers list available. It is against regulations for any food to be brought in that has been prepared in a private home or an unlicensed facility. We require a copy of current license and proof of insurance. Deserts can be brought in only on approval.
Renters who bring in food purchased from a licensed kitchen (as opposed to having the caterer deliver) are responsible for following safe food practices and making sure proper temperature controls are followed. We ask that you keep hot food hot and cold food cold on the drive to the building. Food should NOT be at room temperature for more than 3.5 hours at the most. You can use our refrigerator before and after an event for short-term storage. We do not allow the use of our ovens or stovetop.

All food brought in by the renter will be removed by them at the end of the event. Please bring containers to transport the food home.  
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
